It’s no secret that any ministry—in order to remain vibrant—has to spend a certain amount of time raising funds. 

Through events, face-to-face meetings and other endeavors, ministry leaders ask us to take part in the mission—

financially.  

 We expect this—funds don’t just come rolling in on their own. Or do they? 

 As we face a recession, let me offer to each of us an alternative: Why don’t we as financial supporters take the 

first step? 

 Recently—for a variety of reasons—my wife and I sent a check to one of our local pregnancy care ministries. 

Because I work with hundreds of such ministries, we’ve supported many of these over the years. But the one 

closest to our home was not yet on our list. It is now.  

We wrote a simple note on our check, “Monthly.” It’s easy to give something on a regular basis, and it is our way 

of saying, “We’re with you—every month.” My guess is that when they introduce electronic funds transfer, we’ll 

jump on board. That’s even easier.  

Our decision was not difficult. We believe in the ministry and we know it needs regular, solid support. And we 

decided that one less minute the director spends asking me or someone else to support this great endeavor is one 

more minute the staff can spend changing a life, or saving one.   

In short, this is our way of saying, “We’re in this together.”  

We should have made this decision long ago, to be sure. Yet my guess is, many families are like us. We just never 

really thought about it. The funny thing is, I’m probably more at fault than anyone because my work with 

pregnancy care centers is in the area of—you guessed it—fundraising.  

As a guest in your newsletter then, I ask you to join my wife and me. Why not make the decision, “We can do 

something each month,” and jump on board? If each of us pitched in, think of the time that would be saved in 

fundraising—and the time available to reach new clients.  

And more important, think of the lives that would be saved.  

It’s a simple decision. And it is our way of saying, “We’re in this together.”
