The Unopened Gift

My mom loved Christmas. Every year, shortly after Thanksgiving my mom would begin decorating the house. She
would spray "snow" on our Southern California windows, set up the nativity scene, and erect the Christmas tree.
It was magical.

The number of presents would grow until they resembled an avalanche. We were not wealthy but my folks could
handle their money and it always seemed that each child received what they wanted from the Sears Wish Book
(except, wisely, that motorcycle...).

On Christmas Eve we could not sleep. As the youngest, | was sent as the sacrificial lamb to convince my parents
that it was time to open presents. The ritual usually began at 4 a.m. and was repeated on the half-hour until the
mission was accomplished.

Imagine how odd it would have been to run up to the tree and merely admire the beauty of the wrappings, going
no further. Wouldn't it seem strange to "ooh" and "ahh" over ribbons and gilt-edged paper, yet never open the
packages?

Some two thousand years ago, God sent us a gift. The Father sent Him in an interesting package—a tiny baby.
That's what makes Christmas such a popular holiday—the package is so inviting that people come back, year after
year, to see Him. Sadly, few open the present. Some, because of a painful past, believe the gift is more than they
can receive. Others fear that going past the wrapping will require too much.

Jesus is the package God sent us at Christmas long ago. Yet, the true present is the Savior who emerged as the
Risen Lord. Jesus came not to be an entertaining baby, but to reconcile us to His Father. Many abortion victims
believe this marvel i's not for them. These wom
immovable barrier is between them and God—the child whose life they ended.

Christmas without Easter is a sad story. Celebrating the birth of a child who died a horrible death at an early age
would be hollow if not for the resurrection. But for those who feel they cannot respond to the free gift of
forgiveness through Christ, the package is never opened. Christmas extends the promise, but Easter never comes.

We want to be the ribbon cutters.
